The Committee for Professional Counselors was called to order by Dr. Verl Pope, Chairperson, at 2:00 
p.m. at the Rocheport Room of the Embassy Suites located at Two Convention Center Plaza in St. 
Charles, Missouri. The executive director facilitated roll call.

Dr. Pope stated he would be voting in open and closed sessions.

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Financial Report  
The committee reviewed the financial report. Dr. Pope inquired whether committee could absorb the cost 
of the jurisprudence examination for applicants. The executive director explained that examination was 
developed at no cost to the committee and any expense incurred is paid directly to the web site provider. 
The executive director added that the cost to apply for supervision and/or licensure may be decreased 
following the 2011 renewal since a significant percentage of the committee’s appropriation remains with 
six months of the fiscal year already passed. Finally, the executive director noted a supervisor seminar, 
sponsored by the committee, would be held late spring 2011. 
 
Saint Louis University – Course in Diagnosis 
During the course of review of a graduate transcript by Dr. Comensky CFT 655 Diagnosis and Appraisal 
in CFT was noted. A course description is needed to determine focus of the course and compliance with 
the Diagnosis requirement.   
 
NBCC 2009 Annual Report   
The committee reviewed the breakdown of information on examination scores for Missouri applicants. No 
official action taken. 
 
At 3:00 p.m. the committee took a recess and reconvene at 3:07 p.m. 
 
FQHCs & Rural Health Centers 
Prior to proceeding with this information, Mr. Roeback explained the efforts he has made in the area 
were not on behalf of the committee or representing a committee position. His information is provided as 
an LPC and Vice President at Crider Center. 
 
Mr. Roeback updated the committee concerning reimbursement for LPCs providing therapy at FQHCs 
and rural health centers noting the statutory provision of 334.503 RSMo and a legal opinion received 
from a Washington, DC law firm regarding reimburse for Medicaid and Medicare. 
 
Dr. Comensky commented that such reimbursement would be open to all LPCs, not only licensees in 
agency settings and Mr. Roeback responded that this was a concern voiced in meetings with 
MOHealthNet representatives.  
 
Meeting Schedule 
The staff provided information to the committee regarding the structure of agendas when the committee 
did not convene for a conference call. Given the continued volume of applications, Dr. Pope requested 
the committee consider a monthly conference call, with quarterly face to face meetings. Supervisor 
applications would be reviewed by Dr. Pope on an as needed basis and an application for supervision or 
licensure requiring clarification only could be reviewed by Dr. Comensky, credentials chairperson.
